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Bus Services

Woodcroft College currently offers five separate bus services to and from the school.

Aldinga
The route commences at Sellicks Beach, Sellicks Beach Road Corner Lurline, right onto Milford, Riviera 
and Tangier, left on Just Road, left onto Norman, right onto Esplanade, right onto Aldinga Beach Road, 
the corner of the Esplanade and Aldinga Beach Road and then travels left onto How Road, onto Bowering 
Road, right onto Tuitt Road, left onto Old Coach Road/ Eastview Road, right onto Maslins Beach Road, left 
onto Main South Road, left onto Griffiths Drive, right onto Grand Boulevard, left onto Seaford Road, right 
onto Commercial Road, onto Saltfleet Street, right onto Gray Street, onto Gawler Street, right onto River 
Road, left onto Old Honeypot Road, right onto Liguria Crescent, right onto Barcelona Road onto Corrimal 
Avenue, left onto River Road, left onto Main South Road, right onto Penneys Hill Road, left onto States 
Road, right onto Bains Road then to the College

Please note: The afternoon route varies slightly from the morning route. Students who are affected by this 
are able to catch the Mount Compass bus in order make their way home in the afternoon. The route leaves 
the College and turns right onto Panalatinga Road, right onto Wheatsheaf Road turns left at Main South 
Road then proceeds to Penneys Hill Road at which point the route is the reverse of the AM run. 

Blackwood
The route commences on upper Shepherds Hill Road, then travels along Main Road, Coromandel Valley, 
Black Road, Manning Road, Sunnymeade Drive, Hub Drive, Windebanks Road, Easton Road, Chandlers 
Hill Road, Education Road, Fraser Avenue, Reynell Road, Old South Road, Main South Road, States Road, 
Bains Road then to the College.

Kangarilla
The route commences at Kangarilla Primary School and travels via Clarendon, Grants Gully Road, 
Chandlers Hill Road, Kenihans Road, Panalatinga Road, Pimpala Road, States Road, Bains Road to the 
College.

Mt Compass
The route commences at Mt Compass and travels through Willunga and McLaren Vale before heading 
west along Tatachilla Road to Commercial Road, then to Seaford Road, Main South Road, Bains Road to 
College.

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Seacliff
The route commences at Seacliff Park and travels down Brighton Road, Sturt Road, Marion Road, Flagstaff 
Road, Black Road, Manning Road, Happy Valley Drive, Chandlers Hill Road, Glenloth Drive, Regency Road, 
Byards Road, Pegasus Drive, Equestrian Drive, Sir James Hardy Way, Pimpala Road, States Road, Bains 
Road then to the College.

•	 Bus 775 runs between Sheidow Park and Woodcroft College, stopping at the Woodcroft Community 

Centre next to the College.
•	 Bus 780 runs between Flinders Medical Centre and Woodcroft Community Centre next to the College.
•	 Students must carry personal identification to obtain concession fares. 
•	 Multi-trip tickets are available, or tickets can be purchased from the bus driver.
