The uniform must be worn correctly from
the time the student leaves home until the time the student returns home.

College Logo and Badge
The College logo consists of:
e An empty cross as a sign of hope
e A serpent as a reminder of faith
e A heart-shaped shield as a token of love

The badge carries the logo and the College motto “Persevera in Fide” meaning “Persevere in Faith.”

The College colours are blue, gold and red. Blue and gold are associated with the Patron Saint, St Hilda of
Whitby, and red is a seasonal colour of the church.

Reception.

From 2026, the play-based uniform will be worn by all ELC to Year 2 students. Year 3 onwards will wear
the formal uniform.

Sizing

Most items of school wear run from size 2 to size 26. A visit to the Uniform Shop with your child will help
you to determine the correct sizing. If the stock is not available to purchase from the Uniform Shop, you will
be able to place an online order.

All new students will be invited to book a fitting appointment in the lead up to starting at the College.




UNIFORM EXPECTATIONS

All students from ELC to Year 12 respect our College Values and uniform when they:

Wear the correct uniform items in a neat and tidy manner.

Wear the College blazer with their formal uniform to and from school in Terms 2 and 3 and for official
events during all Terms in Year 7 to Year 12.

Only wear the College jumper with their formal winter or summer uniform in Year 7 to Year 12.
Only wear the rugby jumper or softshell jacket with their PE uniform in Year 7 to Year 12.

Wear the correct socks and shoes for their play-based, formal or PE uniform.

Wear the correct sub-school tie in Term 2 and Term 3 in Year 2 to Year 12.

Wear the dress or skirt no shorter than mid knee length and never roll up a skirt at the waist.

Only wear the PE uniform on days when they have PE in Year 3 to Year 12.

Wear the PE polo with the play-based uniform on PE days in Reception to Year 2.

Wear their hat outside all year round in ELC to Year 6, and Term 1 and Term 4 in Year 7 to Year 12.

Only wear their Year 6 hoodie on PE days or Year 12 hoodie on days specified by the Head of Senior
School.

Have a neat and tidy hairstyle that is natural hair colour only and not extreme such as mullets, hair
tattoos, dreadlocks or hair beading, and if hair is long enough to be tied back, use a navy, black or
brown hair tie and hair ribbons in College colours.

Don’t wear large or oversized bows of any colour or size and no hairclips or headbands that are not hair
colour or navy.

Only wear a black leather belt with pants in Year 7 to Year 12 (if required).
Only wear the Woodcroft College navy blue scarf in Term 2 and Term 3.

Wear no jewellery other than a wristwatch or single small plain gold/silver studs or sleepers (ELC to
Year 9) or two small plain gold/silver studs or sleepers (Year 10 to Year 12) as specified by the College
(smartwatches acceptable in Year 10 to Year 12).

Wear no make-up, nail polish, fake or acrylic nails or false eyelashes (subtle foundation acceptable in
Year 10 to Year 12).

Have faces that are clean shaven in Year 7 to Year 12.
